IMB: “Deniz haydutlugu vakalarinda genel bir diisiis goriilmesine ragmen Bati
Afrika agiklarindaki denizlerde saldirilarin siddeti artiyor”

Londra ve Kuala Lumpur, 27 Nisan 2016 — Uluslararas1 Ticaret Odasi (ICC) Uluslararas:
Denizcilik Biirosu (IMB)’nun yayimladigi basin bildirisinde, deniz haydutlufu vakalar1 diinyanin
birgok yerinde azalirken 2016 yili iginde 44 denizcinin kagirildigi Bat1 Afrika agiklarindaki denizlerde
siddetin endise verici boyutlara ¢iktig1 bildiriliyor.

Bu sene iginde kayitlara gegen ii¢ gemi kagirma vakasindan ikisinin Nijerya ile Fildisi Sahili’nde
yasanmasi ve 28 denizcinin rehin alinmasi nedeniyle Gine Korfezi, deniz haydutlugunun sayica en fazla
goriildiigii yer oldugu gibi, buradaki olaylarin gsiddeti de baska yerde goriilmeyen boyutlara
ulasmaktadir. Ayrica ayni bdlgede kimyasal tankerler ile iiriin tankerlerinden 16 kisilik miirettebatin
kagirildig: da biliniyor. Sadece Nijerya agiklarinda hepsi de silahli olan on saldir1 kayitlara gegmistir.
IMB Deniz Haydutlugu Raporlama Merkezi (PRC — Piracy Reporting Centre) bilgedeki tiim denizcileri
tetikte olmalari, saldirilara kars1 nébet tutmaya devam etmeleri ve deniz haydutlarinin gemiye ¢ikmasini
engellemeye yonelik tedbirler almalari i¢in uyartyor. 2016’ nin ilk ¢geyreginde silahli gruplarin deniz ve
akarsu kiyilarinda, demirleme yerlerinde, limanlarda ve 110 deniz mili uzakhga kadarki ¢evre sularda
bulunan gemiler ile miirettebatlarina saldirdiklar1 saptandi.

Hindistan: silahl soyguncular

IMB tarafindan Hindistan agiklarinda 2016’nin ilk geyregi itibariyle 10 vakanin goriildiigii ve bunun
tiim 2015 yilindaki sayinin iizerinde oldugu tespit edilmistir. Daha ¢ok silahli soygunculardan olusan
gruplar demirlemis gemileri hedef almistir.

Giiney Dogu Asya’dan olumlu isaretler

Nisan 2014 ile Agustos 2015 arasinda goriilen yogun saldirilarin ardindan Giiney Dogu Asya’da
2016’mn bu aylarina kadar herhangi bir kiigiik {iriin tankerinin kagirildig1 kaydedilmemistir.
Endonezya’da 4 soygun vakasi tespit edilmistir. 2015’in ilk ¢eyreginde bu saymn 21 oldugu dikkate
alinirsa, soygun olaylarinda kayda deger bir diigiis yasandig goriiliir.

Filipinler’de ise Mart ayinda Omapoy Adalari’nin agiginda komiir yiiklii bir mavna ve bir rémorkéor
deniz haydutlarinin saldirisina ugramigtir. 10 kisilik miirettebatla birlikte kagirilan rémorkér Filipinler
Polisi tarafindan, halen yiiklii halde agik suda seyreden mavna ise bir hafta sonra Malezya Denizcilik
Emniyet Teskilati tarafindan ele gegirilmistir.

Somali’de hassas durumlar
Somali’de su ana kadar herhangi bir deniz haydutlugu vakasi kaydedilmedi fakat 29 miirettebat iiyesi
fidye talebiyle halen siipheli Somalili deniz haydutlarinin elinde tutuluyor (31 Mart 2016 itibariyle).

Violent attacks worsen in seas off West Africa despite
global piracy downturn, IMB reports

London and Kuala Lumpur, 27 April 2016 — As piracy on the world’s seas continues to fall,
new figures from the International Chamber of Commerce (ICC) International Maritime Bureau
(IMB) highlight growing violence off the coast of West Africa, where 44 seafarers have been
captured so far this year.

Worldwide, IMB recorded 37 piracy and armed robbery incidents in the first quarter of 2016,
down from 54 in the same period last year. Three vessels were hijacked and 29 boarded, with
26 crew kidnapped for ransom and a further 28 held hostage.

With Nigeria and Ivory Coast accounting for two of the three hijackings recorded globally, and
all 28 hostages, the Gulf of Guinea dominates world piracy in terms of numbers and severity.
Additionally the region saw 16 crew kidnapped from chemical and product tankers in four
separate incidents. Ten attacks were reported off Nigeria alone, all involving guns.

“Reports in the last quarter indicate unacceptable violence against ships and crews in the Guif
of Guinea, particularly around Nigeria. The current increase in kidnappings is a cause for great
concern,” said Pottengal Mukundan, Director of IMB, who has monitored world piracy since
1991.

IMB's Piracy Reporting Centre (PRC) warns all seafarers in the region to stay vigilant, maintain
anti-piracy watches and take additional measures to prevent boarding. Armed groups have
attacked vessels and their crews along the coast, rivers, anchorages, ports and surrounding
waters — as well as up to 110 nautical miles out to sea this quarter. Bulk and vehicle carriers
have been targeted as well as vessels associated with the oil industry.

India: armed robbers

IMB noted ten incidents off India in the first quarter of 2016. The seaport Kandla in Western
India reported seven of these — more than for the whole of 2015. They were predominantly
low-level thefts by groups of armed robbers targeting anchored vessels.

Positive signs in South East Asia

No small product tankers have been hijacked in South East Asia so far in 2016, after a spate
of attacks between April 2014 and August 2015. “Actions taken by the Malaysian and
Indonesian authorities against pirate gangs in 2015 appear to have had the necessary
deterrent effect,” said Captain Mukundan.
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Indonesia recorded four low-level thefts. This is a noticeable reduction compared to the 21
incidents noted in the first quarter of 2015.

The Philippines was the location of the third hijacking this year, after the two product tankers
hijacked off West Africa. Pirates attacked a tug and coal-carrying barge off Omapoy Islands
in March. The barge was cast off and ten crewmembers kidnapped from the tug. The tug was
recovered by the Philippine Police and the still-laden barge recovered a week later by the
Malaysian Maritime Enforcement Agency (MMEA).

Somalia fragile

No pirate attacks have been recorded off Somalia. However, as of 31 March 2016, suspected
Somali pirates continue to hold 29 crew members for ransom. IMB PRC advises shipmasters
to stay vigilant and follow the industry’'s Best Management Practices while sailing through
these waters especially as the situation onshore in Somalia remains fragile and the threat of
Somali piracy has not been eliminated.
