ICS, IMO Balast Suyu Konvansiyonuna iliskin Gelismeleri Memnuniyetle Karsilamaktadir

Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi (International Chamber of Shipping — ICS); Uluslararasi Denizcilik
Orgiitii (International Maritime Organization — IMO) Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi'nin (Marine
Environment Protection Committee — MEPC) 13-17 Ekim 2014 tarihleri arasinda gerceklestirilen 67.
Oturumuna katilan hiikimetlerin, IMO Balast Suyu Yonetimi Konvansiyonu’nun (IMO Ballast Water
Management Convention) onaylanmasini geciktiren temel sorunlara ¢dzim saglanmasina yonelik
gercek bir ilerleme kaydettiklerini belirtmistir.

ICS Genel Sekreteri Peter HINCHLIFFE, “IMO Uye Devletlerinin, denizcilik endiistrisine ait endiselerin
timiyle farkina vararak, balast suyunu aritma ekipmaninin onaylanmasi sirecini daha saglam hale
getirmek amaciyla, G8 tip onayi kurallarinin revize edilmesi igin ¢alismaya derhal baslanmasina karar
vermesi memnuniyet vericidir. Ayni zamanda, mevcut G8 kurallari geredince tip onayr alan birinci
nesil aritma ekipmanina yatinim yapmis olan hicbir armatérin, ekipmanin diizgiin sekilde faaliyet
gostermesi ve bakiminin yapilmasi kosuluyla cezalandiriimamasi konusunda prensipte anlasmaya
varilmistir. IMO tarafindan yeni Liman Devleti Kontrolii (PSC) kurallarinin kabul edilmesi de,
denetimlere adil ve pratik bir yaklasimi yansitan énemli bir adimdir” seklinde konusmustur.

Sayin HINCHLIFFE ayrica, her ne kadar bazi detaylarin dniimiizdeki sene gerceklestirilecek olan MEPC
tarafindan sonuglandirilmasi gerekiyorsa da, bu toplantida kabul edilen bir MEPC Kararinin hem
armatorler ve hem de IMO Uye Devletleri arasinda Konvansiyona karsi daha fazla giiven olusturmasi
gerektigini belirtmistir.

ICS WELCOMES DRAMATIC IMO PROGRESS ON BALLAST WATER ISSUES

Governments attending the International Maritime Organization (IMO) Marine
Environment Protection Committee (MEPC) this week have made real progress
towards agreeing solutions to major issues that have previously impeded ratification
of the IMO Ballast Water Management Convention, says the International Chamber
of Shipping (ICS), the global trade association for ship operators.

Speaking at IMO headquarters, ICS Secretary General, Peter Hinchliffe, remarked
“‘We are very pleased that IMO Member States have fully acknowledged the shipping
industry’s concerns by agreeing to start work immediately on a revision of the G8
type-approval guidelines to make the process for approving ballast water treatment
equipment more robust. In the meantime, it has also been agreed, in principle, that
any shipowner that has invested in first generation treatment equipment, type-
approved under the current G8 guidelines, should not be penalised, provided that the
equipment is operated and maintained correctly. The adoption by IMO of new Port
State Control guidelines reflecting a fair and pragmatic approach to inspection is also
an important additional step."

Mr Hinchliffe added “While some of the details still need to be finalised by the MEPC
next year, an MEPC Resolution adopted at this meeting should do much to build
confidence in the Convention amongst both shipowners and IMO Member States."
