ARMATORLER GEMILERIN AB GEMi GERi DONUSUM iZiNLERI iCiN ODEME YAPMASI ONERILERINi REDDEDIYORLAR

AB limanlarina ugrak yaptiklar zaman, bayraga bakilmaksizin, gemilert Avrupa Birligi gemi geri doniisiim izinleri
icin 6deme yapmaya zorlama &énerileri, en ¢cok gemi geri doniigiim tersanelerinin bulundugu, gelismekte olan
tilkelerdeki galisma ve gevre sartlarini iyilestirmek iizere Uluslararasi Denizcilik Orgiitii (IMO) tarafindan gosterilen
cabalara zarar verecektir.

Eger bir AB gemi geri doniisiim fonu kurma 6nerileri daha da ileri géturiilirse bunlar, Cin, Hindistan, Japonya ve
Amerika Birlesik Devletleri dahil AB’nin ticaret ortaklan ile ciddi sorunlar olmasina yol acacaktir. Dinya ticaret
gemilerinin %80’inden fazlasini temsil eden Avrupa Toplulugu Armatoérler Birlikleri (ECSA) ve Uluslararasi Deniz
Ticaret Odasi (ICS), Avrupa Komisyonu danismanlan tarafindan gelistirilen gemi geri donigiim izni kavraminin
kesinlikle reddedilmesi gerektigi husunda israr etmektedirier.

Avrupa Birligi Komisyonu tarafindan halen incelenmekte olan bir Gneriye gére, Avrupa Birligi'nde olmayan
lilkelerin bayraklarini tasiyan gemiler dahil, ziyarette bulunan gemilerin onerilen bir AB Fonuna 6demeleri
gerekecek olan para, ancak geminin ¢alisma hayatinin sonunda, belki de geminin farkl bir armatdre sahip olacagi
bir zamanda ve sadece geminin Avrupa Komisyonu tarafindan onaylanan bir tersanede geri doniisiime tabi
tutulmasi sartiyla iade edilebilecektir.

ECSA Genel Sekreteri Patrick Verhoeven sunlan soylemistir “ Gereksiz sekilde karmasik, uygulamasi biiyiik élgiide
mimkiin olmayan ve AB’nin ydnetmesi gok giig olan bdyle bir Fonun kurulmasi, gemi geri dénisimu hususunda Hong
Kong Konvansiyonunu (standartlari halen benzeri bir AB tuiziigiine dahil edilmistir) kabul etmis olan uluslararasi
topluluga bir hakaret olacaktir.”

ilaveten, ICS Genel Sekreteri Peter Hinchliffe su hususlari belirtmistir ”Boyle zalimce bir tek tarafli dnlem , 6zellikle
AB’ye dahil olmayan gemilere uygulanirsa, muhtemelen AB ticaret ortaklari tarafindan uluslararasi denizciligin
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ylriitiilmesi icin rekabete aykiri bir miidahale olarak gériilecektir. Diger tilkelerin misilleme kabilinden énlemler
uygulayacaklarina dair gergek bir tehlike mevcuttur.”

ECSA ve ICS'in 6ne siirdiigiine gore, AB’nin cabalarini, AB Uyesi Devletlerin IMO’nun Hong Kong Konvansiyonunu
onaylamalarini saglamaya ve IMO standartlarina uygun belge saglamak i¢in Asya’daki gemi geri déniisiim tersaneleri
tarafindan gosterilmekte olan ¢abalari tanimaya yogunlastirmasi gerekir. ECSA ve ICS, bu tersanelerin AB Gemi Geri
Déniisiim Tiziigiine gore kurulmakta olan onaylanmig gemi geri dénuisiim tesislerine ait AB listesine dahil edilmeleri
icin uygun bir gans verilmesi hususunda Israr etmektedirler.

Ayni zamanda, ECSA ve ICS bir AB fonuna ait éneriler hususunda ayrintil bir yorum hazirlamakta olup, bunu AB Uyesi
Devletler, Avrupa Parlamentosu ve Avrupa Komisyonuyla paylasacaklardir.

ECSA ve ICS denizcilik endiistrisinin IMO’nun Hong Kong Konvansiyonunu yerine getirmeye adanmis oldugunu éne
siirmektedirler. ECSA ve ICS, ayni zamanda, (diger denizcilik endiistrisi kuruluglanyla birlikte) kisa zaman dnce,
omiirlerinin sonuna gelen gemilerin sadece kabul edilmis IMO standartlarina gére ( bu kurallarin tiim diinyada
yasal olarak yiiriirliige girmesinden dnce) geri déniigiime tabi tutulmalarini saglamak lizere, gemi satan armatérler
igin ‘Gegis Siireci Onlemleri’ hususunda genis kapsamli kurallar yayinlamiglardir.

SHIPOWNERS REJECT PROPOSALS FOR SHIPS TO PAY FOR EU SHIP
RECYCLING LICENCES

Proposals to compel ships, regardless of flag, to pay for European Union ship
recycling licences when calling at EU ports, will undermine efforts by the
International Maritime Organization (IMO) to improve working and environmental
conditions in developing nations, where most ship recycling yards are located.

If proposals to establish an EU ship recycling fund are taken forward, they will cause
serious problems with the EU’s trading partners, including China, India, Japan, and
the United States. The European Community Shipowners’ Associations (ECSA) and
the International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) - which represent over 80% of world
merchant tonnage - insist that the concept of the ship recycling license, developed
by consultants for the European Commission, must be firmly rejected.

According to a proposal now being considered by the European Commission, the
money that visiting ships would have to pay into a proposed EU Fund, including
those flying the flag of non-EU nations, would only be returned at the end of the
vessel's working life, many years later, when it will probably have a different owner,
and only on condition that the ship is recycled at a yard approved by the European
Commission.

“As well as being unduly complex, widely impractical and very difficult for the EU to
administer, the establishment of such a Fund will be an affront to the international
community which has adopted the Hong Kong Convention on ship recycling, whose
standards have already been incorporated into a similar EU Regulation” said ECSA
Secretary General, Patrick Verhoeven.

ICS Secretary General, Peter Hinchliffe added “Such a draconian unilateral
measure, especially if applied to non-EU ships, is likely to be seen by EU trading
partners as anti-competitive interference into the conduct of international shipping.
There is a real danger that other nations would apply retaliatory measures.”

ECSA and ICS argue that the EU should concentrate its efforts on getting EU
Member States to ratify the IMO Hong Kong Convention, and to recognise the efforts
being made by recycling yards in Asia to gain certification in accordance with IMO
standards. They insist these yards should be given a fair chance to be included in
the EU list of approved recycling facilities that is being established under the EU
Ship Recycling Regulation.

Meanwhile, ECSA and ICS are preparing a detailed commentary on the proposals
for an EU fund, which they will be sharing with the European Commission, as well as
EU Member States and the European Parliament.



ECSA and ICS assert that the shipping industry is committed to the implementation
of the IMO Hong Kong Convention. ECSA and ICS (with other industry
organisations) have also recently published comprehensive guidelines on
‘Transitional Measures’ for shipowners selling ships for recycling, to ensure that end
of life vessels are only recycled in accordance with agreed IMO standards, in
advance of these coming into legal force worldwide.
