GLOBAL SHIPPING INDUSTRY SLAMS EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT PROPOSAL TO IMPOSE REGIONAL
EMISSIONS TRADING SYSTEM

The global trade association for shipowners, the International Chamber of Shipping (ICS), says that a
unilateral decision by the European Union to incorporate international shipping into its regional Emissions
Trading System (ETS) will polarise and impede current discussions on additional CO2 reduction measures at
the UN International Maritime Organization (IMO).

“Non-EU nations will be disappointed and very concerned by yesterday's vote in the European Parliament
Environment Committee following IMO's adoption just a few weeks ago of a comprehensive road map for
action,” said ICS Director of Policy and External Relations, Simon Bennett.

“But we hope that EU governments and the European Commission will see sense and recognise that threats
to their trading partners will not serve the development of the global solution which both they and the
shipping industry want and need.”

Mr Bennett continued: “ICS is confident that IMO Member States, most of which are developing nations,
will adopt a CO2 reduction strategy in 2018 that will include ambitious CO2 reduction goals and the
development of a mechanism for delivery. But threats of EU unilateral action will do nothing to help this
complex process.”

ICS says that emissions trading, which has been developed primarily for industries such as power
generation and cement and steel production, is completely inappropriate for international shipping which
mostly comprises SMEs typically operating less than 10 ships.

“The EU ETS has been an abject failure. Its unilateral application to global shipping would create market
distortion while generating trade disputes with China and other Asian nations, as happened when the EU
tried unsuccessfully to impose its ETS on international aviation,” said Mr Bennett.

The position of ICS is that if IMO Member States should decide to apply a market based measure for CO2
reduction to international shipping, the preference of the industry would be for a global fuel levy.

ICS says that shipping fully accepts responsibility for reducing its CO2 and building on the 10 per cent
reduction already achieved by the sector during the last five-year period for which IMO data is available
(2007-2012).



But ICS asserts that if IMO decides to develop a fuel levy, this would require the full support of developing
nations which are worried about the potential impact on trade and economic development.

“Even if market based measures are found necessary to achieve the objectives which IMO sets for the
sector, threatening non-EU partners with unilateral action is not going to help them to overcome their
legitimate concerns. The only forum in which to have this debate is at IMO,” said Mr Bennett.

ICS is working closely with the European Community Shipowners’ Associations (ECSA) to persuade the
plenary of the European Parliament, as well as EU Member States and the European Commission, to reject

the EP Environment Committee's report.
The plenary of the European Parliament is expected to vote on the Committee's report in early 2017,

Avrupa Parlamentosu’nun uluslararasi deniz tasimacihigim bolgesel karbon
ticareti sistemine dahil etme karar elestirilere neden oldu

Uluslararas1 Deniz Ticaret Odas1 (ICS); Avrupa Birligi’nin, uluslararast deniz tasimaciligmi kendi
Karbon Ticareti Sistemi (ETS — Emissions Trading System)’ne dahil etmeye yonelik tek tarafh bir karar
aldigin1 ve bu durumun CO2 gazini azaltmaya ydnelik ek tedbirler almak igin Uluslararas1 Denizcilik
Orgiitii (IMO)’nde devam etmekte olan tartismalari kutuplastiracagini ve olumsuz etkileyecegini
bildirmektedir.

ICS Politika ve Dis Iliskiler Direktorii Simon Bennett konuyla ilgili su yorumda bulundu: “AB’ye iiye
olmayan iilkeler, IMO konuyla ilgili heniiz birka¢ hafta 6nce kapsamli bir yol haritas1 kabul etmisken,
Avrupa Parlamentosu Cevre Komitesi’nde oybirligiyle alinan bu karar1 oldukg¢a endise verici bulacaktir.
AB devletlerinin ve Avrupa Komisyonu’nun buna hak verecegini ve ticaret ortaklarma yodnelik
tehditlerin kiiresel bir ¢6ziimiin gelistirilmesi niinde engel teskil ettigi ger¢egini kabul edecegini umut
ediyoruz.”

Mr. Bennet s6yle devam etti: “ICS; ¢ogunlugu gelismekte olan iilkelerden olusan IMO Uyeleri’nin, CO2
azalttimiyla ilgili ciddi hedeflerin belirlendigi ve bunlarin ger¢eklesmesine igin bir mekanizmanin
gelistirildigi CO2 stratejisi benimseyeceklerinden emindir. Fakat AB’nin tek tarafli kararlari, bu
karmasik siirecin yiiriitiilmesine yardimci olmamaktadir.”

Karbon ticaretinin éncelikle enerji iiretimi ile ¢elik ve ¢imento iiretimi gibi sanayiler i¢in gelistirilmis
oldugunu hatirlatan ICS, bu sistemin ¢ogunlukla 10°dan daha az gemi isleten kiigiik ve orta dlgekli
isletmeler (SME) igin higbir agidan uygun olmadigini diigiinmektedir.

Mr. Bennett, “AB Karbon Ticareti Sistemi basarisiz oldu. Sistemin tek tarafli olarak kiiresel deniz
tagimacilii i¢in zorunlu bir uygulama haline getirilmesi, Cin gibi Asya iilkeleriyle ticari konularda
sikint1 yasanmasina ve piyasada aksakliklara neden olacaktir. AB Karbon Ticareti Sistemi uluslararasi
havacilik sektdrii i¢in zorunlu tutuldugunda da bagarisizlikla sonuglanmisti,” dedi.

IMO Uyeleri CO2 salmiminin azaltilmasi igin piyasaya dayah bir tedbir uygulamaya karar verirse,
sektoriin tercihi kiiresel bir yakit vergisi yoniinde olacaktir.

ICS; denizcilik sektdriiniin, kendinden kaynaklanan CO2 salimmlarmi azaltmak i¢in tam sorumluluk
kabul ettigini ve IMO verilerinin gosterdigi gibi bes yillik donemde (2007-2012) CO2 saliniminda
saglanan %10’ luk sektorel azaltim oranini daha da yiikseltecegini belirtmektedir.

Fakat IMO yakit vergisi ¢dziimiiniin uygulanmasina karar verirse, bunun ekonomik kalkinma ve ticari
iligkilerle ilgili endiseler tagiyan gelismekte olan iilkelerden tam destek almasi gerekmektedir.

Mr. Bennett son olarak, “IMO tarafindan CO2 azaltimi konusunda belirlenen hedeflerin gergeklesmesi
igin piyasaya dayali tedbirlerin gerekli olduguna karar verilse bile, AB’ye iiye olmayan iilkelerin tek
tarafl1 kararlara zorunlu tutulmasi bu iilkelerin mesru endiselerini gidermek i¢in yardimci olmayacaktir.
Konunun tartigilacagi tek yer IMO’dur,” dedi.
