Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi (ICS), diinya ticaretinin yaklasik ylizde 90"im gerceklestiren 1.5 milyon
gemiadami icin, kiylya ¢ikma izni ve miirettebat transferlerinin kolaylastirilmasi yniinde bir ilerleme
saglanabilecegine dair umutludur. isverenlerin, gemiadamlar birliklerinin ve hiikiimetlerin Subat
ayinin baginda Cenevre’de gerceklestirdikleri bir ILO (International Labour Organization-Uluslararas
Calisma Orgiiti) ticli toplantisinda anilan mevzuya iliskin 6nemli tavsiyelerde bulunulmustur.

Bahse konu ILO toplantisinda, (Revize edilmis) 2003 (ILO 185) Gemiadamlarinin Ulusal Kimlik
Kartlarina lliskin Sozlesmesinde (Seafarers’ Identity Documents Convention) yapilabilecek olasi
diizenlemeler ele alinmig ve bir yandan hiikiimetlerin hakli giivenlik endiselerine hitap eden bir
yandan da gemiadamlarinin refahini artiracak bir yol ana hatlariyla belirlenmistir.

ILO 185’ onaylayan iilkelerin, yerli denizcilere Gemiadamlarinin Ulusal Kimlik Kartini (Seafarers’
Identity Documents — SIDs) vermesi ve bahse konu kimlik kartina sahip olan yabanci denizcilerin
kiylya cikmak, transfer ve transit gecis amaglariyla kendi iilkelerine girislerini kolaylastirmasi
gerekmektedir. Bununla birlikte biyiik oranda, e-Pasaportlarin verilmesi ve dogrulanmasi icin su anda
kullanilan teknolojilerin ve altyapinin Konvansiyonda kabul edilen teknik standartlarin yerini almasi
nedeniyle, Konvansiyon 2003 yilinda kabul edilmesinden bu yana yaygin sekilde uygulanmamustir.

subat ayinin baginda gergeklestirilen toplanti, bahse konu meseleleri ele almak ve ILO 185’in daha
cok Ulke tarafindan onaylanmasina ve daha genis sekilde uygulanmasina yardimcl olabilecek
secenekler hakkinda ILO Yonetim Kuruluna resmi énerilerde bulunmak icin 1LO Sosyal Paydaslarini
(Social Partners) ve hitkiimetleri bir araya getirmistir.

Ugll toplanti tarafindan kabul edilen tavsiyeler icinde en dikkate deger olani, ILO 185’e ekler
icerisindeki Gemiadamlarinin Ulusal Kimlik Kartlari icin olan teknik sartlarin, e-Pasaportlar icin
halihazirda kullanilan teknolojilerle ayni gizgiye getirilecek sekilde giincellenmesidir. Bu durum
pratikte, Gemiadamlarinin Ulusal Kimlik Kartlarinin igerisinde irtibatsiz bir cipte muhafaza edilecek
sekilde biyometrik bir ylz resmi ve dijital bir imzanin dahil edilmesi ve bdylece kimlik kartlarinin
ulkelerin ¢ogu tarafindan e-Pasaportlarin diizenlenmesi ve bunlarin sinirlarinda tasdik edilmesi icin
kullanilan usullerde karsilikli olarak gegerli olabilecegi anlamina gelmektedir.

“Armatorlerin ILO 185 ile ilgili olarak baslica endisesi her zaman, bunun gemiadamlarinin kiyiya cikma
iznine erisimlerine ve yabanci bir iilkede bir gemiye katilma ya da gemiden ayrilabilmelerine yardimeci
olmasi gerektigi hususu olmugtur. Bununla birlikte, teknik sorunlar ILO 185’in hiikiimetler tarafindan
genis Glcekli uygulanmasini engellemistir. Bahse konu toplantinin tavsiyeleri, hiikiimetlerin bu 6nemli
Konvansiyonu onaylamalarini ve uygulamalarini kolaylastiracak potansiyel bir yolu ana hatlariyla

ICS HOPES FOR PROGRESS ON FACILITATION OF SHORE LEAVE
AND MOVEMENT OF SEAFARERS

The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) is hopeful progress can now be made towards
improving the facilitation of shore leave and crew transfers for the world’s 1.5 million merchant
seafarers, who collectively transport about 90% of world trade. This follows important
recommendations by an International Labour Organization (ILO) tripartite meeting of employers,

seafarers’ unions and governments in Geneva last week, at which ICS co-ordinated the shipowners’
representation.

The ILO meeting considered possible adjustments to the Seafarers’ Identity Documents Convention
(Revised), 2003 (ILO 185), and outlined a pathway that could bring about improvements to the
welfare of seafarers while addressing the legitimate security concerns of governments.

ILO 185 requires ratifying nations to issue resident seafarers with Seafarers’ Identity Documents
(SIDs), and to facilitate the entry of foreign seafarers holding SIDs into their territory for the
purposes of shore leave, transfer and transit. However, since its adoption in 2003, the Convention
has failed to achieve widespread implementation, in large part because the technical standards
adopted have been superseded by the technologies and infrastructure now used for the issuance
and verification of ePassports.

Last week’s meeting brought together governments and the ILO ‘Social Partners’ in order to
consider these issues and to make formal recommendations to the ILO Governing Body on options
that might help to bring about the further ratification and more widespread implementation of ILO

185.

Most notable among the recommendations agreed by the tripartite meeting was a proposal that the
technical specifications for Seafarers’ Identity Documents, within the annexes to ILO 185, should be
updated in order to bring them into line with those technologies currently used for ePassports. In
practice, this would mean the inclusion within SIDs of a facial image biometric and a digital
signature, both stored on a contactless chip, making SIDs inter-operable with the infrastructure
used by most countries to issue ePassports and to verify them at their borders.

The Shipowners’ Spokesperson for the meeting, Joe Cox (President of the Chamber of Shipping of
America) explained: “The principal concern of shipowners with respect to ILO 185 has always been
that it should help to ensure seafarers’ access to shore leave and their ability to join or leave a vessel
in a foreign country. But technical issues have clearly prevented widespread implementation by
governments. In addressing some of these issues, the meeting’s recommendations have outlined a
potential way forward that could make it easier for governments to ratify and implement this
important Convention.”

The recommendations will be considered by a future meeting of the ILO Governing Body which
will consider whether the proposed measures should be taken forward.

“The effective implementation of ILO 185 is of great importance to the welfare of seafarers and the
efficiency of the global shipping industry, as well as addressing the legitimate security concerns of
governments” said Mr Cox. “It will therefore be incumbent upon the ILO Governing Body to give
careful consideration to the recommendations that have been put forward by this ILO tripartite
meeting.”
